Judicial Review is the power of the courts to pronounce upon the constitutionality of
legislative acts which fall within their normal jurisdiction to enforce and the power to refuse
to enforce. It has also power to refuse to enforce such as they find to be unconstitutional and
hence void. Judicial Review is an integral part of our constitutional system. A power has been
conferred in the High Courts under Act 226 and Supreme Court of India Act 32 and 13 to
decide the constitutional validity of the provisions of the statutes and executive actions. In
Kesavananda Bharati case, it was held that Judicial review is the basic feature of the Indian
constitution. It cannot be destroyed or damaged or ousted or excluded even by the
constitutional amendment.

English to Hindi
An impartial judiciary, independent of the legislature and the executive, is one of the main
features of the Constitution. The Supreme Court of India is the highest court of the country
and acts as guardian of the Constitution and serves as the final court of appeal. Each state has
a High Court as its highest court. Under powers of judicial review, the Supreme Court and
High Court can declare a law as unconstitutional or ultra vires if it contravenes any
provisions of the Constitution. This power of judicial review constitutes a middle path
between the American judicial supremacy on one hand and British Parliamentary supremacy
on the other. In order to ensure the impartiality of the judiciary, the judges are appointed by a
process free of influence of the executive. The judges can only be removed by a rigorous
process of impeachment to be approved by both the houses of the Parliament.
